Service acquired in
organizations that require community service can be used for a school activity (if school sponsored) OR the
specific service hours of an activity can be counted toward community service but will not be accepted in
fulfillment of both. All activities must be completed between 9/1/22 and 9/1/23 to be considered for
membership in the fall. You may NOT count National Honor Society as a school activity; however, you may
count the community service activities (in which you participate) offered by NHS. These forms must be signed
by an adult (other than a parent) who has witnessed or supervised the activity. The forms must be completed
fully by the student first and then advisor. Late forms may result in non-selection. If you have questions,
please ask the National Honor Society advisor.
